DON BROWN (OW1951)

Don Brown was nothing short of a 
newspaper icon. His achievements were 
comprehensive and numerous, and he 
is regarded as being the driving force 
behind the strategy that saw the Leader 
Newspapers become Australia’s largest 
publisher of independent community 
newspapers.

Don began his career with the Herald 
Sun in Melbourne as a cadet, before 
becoming the General Manager of The 
Barrier Miner and radio station 2BH at 
Broken Hill.

1978 saw Don join the Leader 
Newspaper Group at age 38, and he 
eventually became Chief Executive. 
Close friend and former colleague 
Eric Gordon held Don in the highest 
regard, reaffirming Don’s ambitious 
uncompromising nature; “He was an 
inspiration to work with. He set high 
standards and would expect nothing 
less from everyone else.” Mr Gordon 
continues, “In the hectic and stressful 
world of newspaper publishing, Don 
made us feel invincible.”

In 2002, Don was diagnosed with 
cancer, and was told he had only six 
months to live. True to his nature, he 
defied that prognosis for a further six 
years, celebrating his 75th birthday on 
12 April. Don died on 19 September 
2008, and his wife Joy, children 
David, Roger and Mandy, and six 
grandchildren survive him.

Win was an important part of her sister’s 
family, including nephews and nieces 
Michael McCarthy (OW 956) Catherine 
Michell (McCarthy- Cato 1959 MLC ‘60) 
& Margaret Lynn (McCarthy - Cato & 
MLC 1963), David Michell (OW1983) 
Christopher Michell (OW1985), Belinda

LLOYD LAMBLE (OW1932) 
8/02/1914 – 17/03/2008

Athletics and acting, rather than 
academic ability, typify the five years 
that that Lloyd spent at Wesley. He 
was born in 1914 and when he entered 
Wesley Prep in 1926 he was a member 
of the choir at St. Paul’s Cathedral. In 
that year he won the Prep U12 Athletics 
Cup and in 1927 was third in the Prep. 
Championship.

The high jump was his forte and in 
1929 he set a new record of 5 feet 6 3/4 
inches for the U16 event. This record 
stood for several years. In 1929 he 
came second in the U16 High Jump at 
the Combined Sports and was awarded 
Athletics Colours in 1930.

Acting was his other interest and he 
was a prominent member of the Wesley 
College Dramatic Society.

When he left school during 1931, his 
strong voice helped him become a 
junior announcer at 3DB. This, in turn, 
opened the door to professional acting 
and he had small roles in JC Williamson 
productions. Convinced that actors 
were poorly paid, he became an active 
member, and later President, of Actors 
Equity. In those years, suspected left-
wing leanings were a handicap to acting 
employment, so soon after World War 
2 Lloyd left for England and began a 
career in theatre, films and television 
that lasted until he was 80.

In the early 1990s, Lloyd visited 
Australia and came out to Wesley 
where this writer and Kenneth Park 
escorted him around the school, and 
enjoyed listening to his memories of his 
professional life in England.

BARRY ALEXANDER HUNTER 
(OW1947) 16/05/1930 – 15/9/08

Barry Hunter was 
born in Ballarat 
in 1930. He grew 
up in the small 
Wimmera township 
of Donald where 
his father ran a 
motor business 
selling and 
servicing tractors 
and cars.

As the local 
Higher Elementary School did not 
go beyond 4th Form (Year 10), to be 
further educated, Barry was enrolled 
as a boarder at Wesley College in 1945 
under House Master WD Kennedy. A 
family connection with the school had 
been established through his father’s 
uncle, the Rev. Edward Nye, who had 
served as the school Chaplain for 30 
years between 1909 and 1939.

Barry left Wesley in 1946 to take a job 
in the Commonwealth Bank at Mildura. 
After several years he returned to 
Donald to work in the family business, 
which by then included a stock & station 
agency. To assist with the latter he 
spent time at Newmarket Saleyards in 
Melbourne, gaining experience with 
livestock and eventually obtained his 
auctioneer’s licence.

He married Doris Perry from the nearby 
town of St Arnaud in 1955. In 1969, 
with a family of three young children, 
Barry and Doris decided to move to 
Melbourne for improved education and 
work opportunities. Barry established 
a new career in the insurance industry, 
initially joining the AMP Society as a 
representative, and then later became 
an independent insurance advisor.

Over the years he took on a number 
of responsible roles in the community, 
including Chairman of the Donald 
Waterworks Trust & Sewerage 
Authority; Treasurer of St John’s Uniting 
Church Parish in Mount Waverley; 
and was the founding Chairman of the 
Friends of Damper Creek, a landscape 
restoration project of a bushland area 
near his home in Mount Waverley. He 
was an active Freemason from his late 
teenage years, and was Master of his 
Lodge in recent times.
